The gates to Whitwick 
Park are opened at 
8am all year round 
but the closing time 
varies according to 
the season.  From 1 
April, the park closing 
time    extends to 
7.30pm and for the months of May to August, the 
park gates will remain open until 8.30pm. 

On 19th April 1898, Leicestershire’s worst mining disaster occurred 

as a result of a “gob” fire during the night shift in pit No. 5 when 42 

colliers were underground.  Most of the miners were trapped at 

workings beyond the fire and there were only 7 survivors.  

Attempts were made to recover the bodies of the victims but 12 

remain underground to this day.
